CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS OF BRANCH 61
NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF POSTAL SUPERVISORS

Revised April, 1999
ARTICLE 1 NAME

This Association shall be known as Seattle Branch 61 of the National Association
of Postal Supervisors.

ARTICLE 2 OBJECT

The object of this Branch shall be to promote, through appropriate and effective
action, the welfare of its members and to cooperate with the United States Postal
Service in a continuing effort to improve the service, to raise the standard of
efficiency and to widen the field of opportunity for its members, and to improve
the professional standards of Postal Supervision.

ARTICLE 3 MEMBERSHIP

The National Association of Postal Supervisors shall have four classes of
members. These classes shall be (1) active, (2) associate, (3) Federal, and (4)
honorary.

Active members: All supervisory and managerial personnel who are not subject
to collective bargaining agreements under chapter 12 of Title 39, U.S. Code, and
who are employed in mail processing facilities and Post Offices, located within
the Seattle MSC, excluding Postmasters, Division Managers, independent facility
heads and Postal Inspectors are eligible for membership in Branch 61.

Honorary, associate and all other membership categories are subject to the
conditions stated in Article 3 sections 2b through 10 in the National Constitution
and By-Laws.

Each new member of Branch 61 at the time of initiation shall be presented with a
membership pin, a copy of Branch 61 Constitution and By-Laws and the
historical sketch of the National Association of Postal Supervisors.

ARTICLE 4 MEETINGS AND QUORUMS

Regular meetings of the Branch shall be held MONTHLY except during the
months of July, August and December. The time, date and place for the meetings
shall be determined by the executive board. Special meetings or changes in
scheduled meetings may be made by the Executive Board or by written request
of fifteen members presented to the President ten days before the requested
date. The membership must be advised in advance of the time and place of all



meetings. Nine members shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of
business.

ARTICLE 5 REPRESENTATION

Every member present, in good standing, is entitled to voice and vote on all
matters coming before a meeting of this Branch.

ARTICLE 6 OFFICERS

The officers of this Branch shall be: President, First Vice President, Second Vice
President, Recording Secretary, Corresponding Secretary, Treasurer, Sergeant-
at-Arms, Legislative Chairperson Editor and five Trustees.

ARTICLE 7 DUTIES OF OFFICERS

The President shall preside at all meetings of the Branch, shall arrange for and
announce the meeting time and place for all meetings, shall call special meetings
when duly requested, appoint all committees, enforce the by-laws of the Branch,
sign warrants as shall be ordered by the Branch or the Executive Board and
perform such other duties as pertain to the office.

Subject to the prior approval of the Executive Board, the President or his/her
designee shall be compensated at his/her USPS base hourly rate for LEAVE
WITHOUT PAY used to conduct the business of the Branch. Other expenditures
shall be paid at the prevailing rates as paid by the U.S. Postal Service for
mileage, and not to exceed the maximum amount authorized by the U.S. Postal
Service for Per Diem, when on official business.

The First Vice President shall serve in the absence of the President and act as
chairperson of the Executive Board. The Second Vice President shall serve as
chairperson of the membership committee, responsible for recruitment and
retention of members of Branch 61.

The Recording Secretary shall keep an accurate record of the proceedings of the
meetings of the Branch, and shall maintain an accurate record of the
membership of the branch.

The Corresponding secretary shall have charge of the all correspondence of the
branch, and shall send proper notification of all called meetings when necessary.

He/She shall receive all monies for Branch 61 and shall issue receipts for same.
All funds received shall be deposited in the Seattle Postal Employees Credit
Union or other financial institution and the deposit slips shall be delivered to the
Treasurer. He/She shall keep the officers of the Branch advised of the delinquent
and non-members. The Secretary shall also be designated Property Control
